THE WORD OF GOD 

The Readings: Exodus 19:2-8a, Psalm 100, Romans 5:1-8, Matthew 9:35-10:8 

[Please be seated.] 
 

The First Reading 

L The First Reading is taken from Exodus Chapter 19… 
 

They traveled from Rephidim, came into the Sinai desert, and set up camp there. Israel 
camped there in front of the mountain while Moses went up to God. The Lord called to him 
from the mountain, “This is what you should say to Jacob’s household and declare to the 
Israelites: You saw what I did to the Egyptians, and how I lifted you up on eagles’ wings and 
brought you to me. So now, if you faithfully obey me and stay true to my covenant, you will 
be my most precious possession out of all the peoples, since the whole earth belongs to 
me. You will be a kingdom of priests for me and a holy nation. These are the words you 
should say to the Israelites.” 

So Moses came down, called together the people’s elders, and set before them all these 
words that the Lord had commanded him. The people all responded with one voice: 
“Everything that the Lord has said we will do.”

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The Second Reading  
 

L The Second Reading is taken from Romans, chapter 5… 
 

Therefore, since we have been made righteous through his faithfulness, we have peace 
with God through our Lord Jesus Christ. We have access by faith into this grace in which 
we stand through him, and we boast in the hope of God’s glory. But not only that! We even 
take pride in our problems, because we know that trouble produces endurance, endurance 
produces character, and character produces hope. This hope doesn’t put us to shame, 
because the love of God has been poured out in our hearts through the Holy Spirit, who has 
been given to us. 

While we were still weak, at the right moment, Christ died for ungodly people. It isn’t often 
that someone will die for a righteous person, though maybe someone might dare to die for 
a good person. But God shows his love for us, because while we were still sinners Christ 
died for us.

D The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Mathew.

D  Jesus traveled among all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, 
announcing the good news of the kingdom, and healing every disease and every sickness. 
Now when Jesus saw the crowds, he had compassion for them because they were troubled 
and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd. Then he said to his disciples, “The size of the 
harvest is bigger than you can imagine, but there are few workers. Therefore, plead with the 
Lord of the harvest to send out workers for his harvest.” 

He called his twelve disciples and gave them authority over unclean spirits to throw them 
out and to heal every disease and every sickness. Here are the names of the twelve 
apostles: first, Simon, who is called Peter; and Andrew his brother; James the son of 
Zebedee; and John his brother; Philip; and Bartholomew; Thomas; and Matthew the tax 
collector; James the son of Alphaeus; and Thaddaeus; Simon the Cananaean; and Judas, 
who betrayed Jesus. 

Jesus sent these twelve out and commanded them, “Don’t go among the Gentiles or into 
a Samaritan city. Go instead to the lost sheep, the people of Israel. As you go, make this 
announcement: ‘The kingdom of heaven has come near.’ Heal the sick, raise the dead, 
cleanse those with skin diseases, and throw out demons. You received without having to 
pay. Therefore, give without demanding payment.”

SERMON Cindy Roehl

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NICENE CREED

C We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all 
that is, seen and unseen.  

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten of 
the Father, God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not 
made, of one Being with the Father. Through him all things were made. For us and for 
our salvation he came down from heaven: by the power of the Holy Spirit he became 
incarnate from the Virgin Mary, and was made man. For our sake he was crucified 
under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried. On the third day he rose again 
in accordance with the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right 
hand of the Father. He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead, and 
his kingdom will have no end. 

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the 
Father and the Son. With the Father and the Son he is worshiped and glorified. He has 
spoken through the Prophets. We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. 
We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for the resurrection 
of the dead, and the life of the world to come. Amen.

L And we most humbly beseech thee, of thy goodness, O Lord, to comfort and succor  
[Add handwritten names from notebook] and all those who, in this transitory life, are in 
trouble, sorrow, need, sickness, or any other adversity, especially those listed in the weekly 
news who have asked for our prayers. I now invite you to pray for others by name, aloud or 
in your hearts.

C We pray to you. 

L Open, O Lord, the eyes of all people to behold thy gracious hand in all thy works, that, 
rejoicing in thy whole creation, they may honor thee with their substance, and be faithful 
stewards of thy bounty. We give thanks for the flowers given today by Sharon Snead & Jay 
Ozbun in loving memory of Teresa Ozbun & John Snead, and for the birthdays this coming 
week of Bette Saiberlich-Poulos, Sylvia Peacock, Len Glowa, Ryan Stollenmaier, and  
Beth Ann Strickland, and the anniversaries of Pat & Carol Cates.

P It is very meet, right, and our bounden duty, that we should at all times, and in all places, 
give thanks unto thee, O Lord, holy Father, almighty, everlasting God. For with thy co-eternal 
Son and Holy Spirit, thou art one God, one Lord, in Trinity of Persons and in Unity of 
Substance; and we celebrate the one and equal glory of thee, O Father, and of the Son, and 
of the Holy Spirit. Therefore, with Angels and Archangels, and with all the company of 
heaven, we laud and magnify thy glorious Name; evermore praising thee, and saying, 

 

C Holy, holy, holy, Lord God of Hosts: Heaven and earth are full of thy glory.

Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord. Hosanna in the highest.

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P All glory be to thee, O Lord our God, for that thou didst create heaven and earth, and didst 
make us in thine own image; and, of thy tender mercy, didst give thine only Son Jesus Christ 
to take our nature upon him, and to suffer death upon the cross for our redemption. He made 
there a full and perfect sacrifice for the whole world; and did institute, and in his holy Gospel 
command us to continue, a perpetual memory of that his precious death and sacrifice, until 
his coming again.  

 

P For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took bread; and when he had given thanks to 
thee, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat, this is my Body, which is 
given for you. Do this in remembrance of me.”  

 

P Likewise, after supper, he took the cup; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, 
saying, “Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the New Covenant, which is shed for 
you, and for many, for the remission of sins. Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in 
remembrance of me.”  

 

P Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, we thy people do celebrate and make, with these 
thy holy gifts which we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath commanded us to 
make; having in remembrance his blessed passion and precious death, his mighty 
resurrection and glorious ascension; and looking for his coming again with power and great 
glory. And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us, and, with thy Word 
and Holy Spirit, to bless and sanctify these gifts of bread and wine, that they may be unto us 
the Body and Blood of thy dearly-beloved Son Jesus Christ. 

C And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness to accept this our sacrifice of praise 
and thanksgiving, whereby we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our 
souls and bodies. Grant, we beseech thee, that all who partake of this Holy 
Communion may worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus 
Christ, and be filled with thy grace and heavenly benediction; and also that we and all 
thy whole Church may be made one body with him, that he may dwell in us, and we in 
him; through the same Jesus Christ our Lord;  

 

P By whom, and with whom, and in whom, in the unity of the Holy Ghost all honor and glory be 
unto thee, O Father Almighty, world without end.
